This multi-layered sculptural drawing depicts a variety of 
environments from dry sands to muddy banks. A new layer will 
be added daily and different ingredients included creating a 
fresh visual narrative for every day of the conference. The artist 
will be on site every day to work on the sculpture. If you are 
interested to contribute and see your touch on the completed 
work come to the site and have a chat with Evette. By the end 
of the conference the richness and layering of the ingredients, 
consisting of coloured sands, weaved layers of vine, hanging 
nets hand made in twine will tell a story about our interactions 
with, and our place in the world.

A Place in the World: About the Artist

Evette Sunset is a South Australian based environmental sculptor. 
She works in fi bre art and landscape, expressing her unique 
style through innovative site-specifi c educational design. This 
often involves client or community collaboration. Sunset has a 
BA from the University of Adelaide, GradDipEd from University 
of New England, Armidale and a Bachelor of Visual Arts and 
Applied Design (Honours) from the University of South Australia. 

Observing the unique characteristics and sensory aesthetics 
of place itself she adopts traditional weaving, rural building, 
craft skills and site resources in her projects. The social and 
ecological narrative is embedded in her work through the 
materials she uses allowing the viewer to explore relationships 
between nature, the human being and the built environment.
