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Session 4 - Integrity, Resources and Politics: How Serious Are Australian Governments About Integrity?

Integrity policies and anti-corruption reforms tend to be built around key institutions; but while it is easy to have policies and even institutions on paper, their capacity to deliver may be a different thing.  This paper examines and compares the basic resourcing of key Australian integrity institutions over time.  It highlights major variations in resource levels between different jurisdictions and uses them to probe the volatile mix of factors that determine ‘core’ integrity system capacity, including differences in political and administrative culture, base levels of corruption and maladministration, political will, competing effects of ‘scandal-driven’ and more systemic policy reform, and agency efficiency and effectiveness.
