Democratisation and political reform in the Asia-Pacific: Is there an "Asian Model" of institutional design?

One of the many consequences of the democratisation of the Asia-Pacific region of the past decade has been the reform of key institutions such as electoral systems, political parties, and executive government. I argue that, across the Asia-Pacific, these reforms have been motivated by common aims of increasing government stability and reducing political fragmentation. As a result, reforms have tended to focus on similar 

strategies of institutional design in terms of political parties, electoral  systems, and cabinet formation practices. I examine the way in which these political reforms have increasingly converged on an identifiable "Asian model" of institutional design.
