Information on waiting list management 


Childcare places at each Childrens Centre are determined by State Government licensing in relation to the age of children (particularly limited for children under 2 years) and the facilities at each centre. 

Vacancies are only created when children leave, either due to children moving onto school or families leaving due to changes in employment or residence.  

When there is a vacancy at the centre, priority for this place is given in the following order:

1. Transitions of current children who are of the appropriate age and development to the next age group. 

2. Families with current bookings who wish to increase their bookings or change days. 

3. Siblings of current families who require care to commence within 6 weeks of the vacancy.
4. Families on the waiting list who require care to commence within 6 weeks of the vacancy. Places are offered to those families who have been on the waiting list longest in relation to the days of childcare required and the age group in which vacancies occur.
Understandably we are unable to predict the ongoing childcare requirements of the 90

 or more families who are clients of each centre, especially given that 80% of families are part-time. 

We are therefore unable to accurately predict the future availability of childcare places.

Due to ongoing demand, particularly for children under 2 years, we recommend that all families register a waiting list application with at least one other childcare centre and/or have a back-up plan should childcare not be available on the days and dates that you require.
