ACCREDITATION.
Just a reminder to parents about our small library that has books on different issues relating to children’s needs, these can be borrowed to take home as needed.

Start Right Eat Right have donated two copies of their cookbook to the Centre which are available in the library.
The book was designed by child care centre’s in South Australia and the Southern Adelaide Health Service.
It contains recipes and tips on nutrition, iron, fussy eaters, allergies and intolerance, from birth to family meals.
Children are particularly at risk of iron deficiency due to their rapid growth and poor eating habits during the toddler phase. Children often become picky eaters during this time, and may over consume milk or juice and miss out on iron rich foods. Iron deficiency can impair behavior; affect concentration; reduce intellectual performance; increase infections and illness. Early signs of iron deficiency can be tiredness; crankiness and frequent infections. A copy of the flyer – High Iron Foods, will be placed in your pockets.
