SPECIAL ‘SMALL’ WORKING GROUP PROJECT -  FUNDING ADVERTISMENT 
A special funding round is now open to assist in the development of multidisciplinary research projects themed around this Research Network.  This round is for small one-off projects to be carried out during 2008 with a maximum amount of funding available of up to $10,000.

The following points constitute our regular WGP funding, and for this special ‘Small Projects’ round at least some of these should be addressed in your application: 
1. Does the proposed activity address big questions concerning Australia's biodiversity and its management?

2. Will it develop novel theory, analytical approaches, or readily accessible data sources with the potential to help the research community to answer such questions?

3. Will it promote a culture of synthesis and collaboration, bringing together researchers and facilities across disciplines to form new synergies? 

4. Does it provide opportunities for early career researchers to play key roles within the group?

5. Will it produce research outputs that are synthetic works appearing in leading journals and with high potential to influence research directions in our respective disciplines?

6. Will the immediate benefits of the new collaborations include novel large-scale collaborative grant applications that will be competitive nationally and internationally?

7. Will the group interface with, or include representatives of, resource management agencies, to capture their knowledge needs of management and to communicate the value for management of the group’s research outcomes?

Important Notes:
· The maximum duration of funding is 12 months and activity is to be carried out in 2008
· The maximum funding for each project is $10,000

· All recipients will be required to attend the Network’s Annual General Meeting (AGM) to provide a verbal and written report on the project once completed.
· Applications for this round of funding close on January 31st, 2008 and results expected to be announced before the end of February, 2008.
