Admission and Acceptance Procedure

After assessment successful applicants will receive an official written offer of a place from the University. Students must accept their place, in writing, by the deadline specified in their
letter of offer, otherwise the offer will lapse.
Unsuccessful applicants will be notified in writing if they are not accepted into an English language program.

Private students and students sponsored by home governments and other external agencies will be required to arrange for full payment of English language program course fee, plus pro-
gram length Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC). On receipt of these payments and fulfilment of any conditions of the offer, the University will send the documents necessary to apply for a
student visa (if applicable) at the Australian Diplomatic Mission in the student’s home country.
