Travel Support Program
The Environment Institute has a travel support program for members of each of its constituent Research Centres for travel that contributes to the objectives of the Institute:

· Build profile and linkages with key funding agencies and other major research centres and institutes

· Seek funding for grant programs, particularly large grants that involve more than one individual from the Institute

The full costs of travel can be sought for travel within Australia. The lowest cost for airfares should be sought through the University’s new travel system. Only the costs directly relating to the travel will be reimbursed. Airfares and accommodation will be refunded through a journal transfer to the appropriate School. Incidentals will be reimbursed on presentation of receipts.

Subject to annual budget limits, up to 50% of the travel costs for international travel for academics and for international visitors to travel to Adelaide University will be available where this travel directly supports the objectives of the travel fund. Funding is not available to support travel to conferences

Priority will be given to travel missions that build opportunity for the Environment Institute and in particular:

· Are designed to develop collaboration that is cross-disciplinary in nature;

· Will facilitate the development of new cross-institutional partnerships or joint ventures

· Involve more than one member of the Institute;

· Will result in the submission of applications for funding for postgraduate scholarships, post-doctoral fellows, ARC Linkage or other research grants, new research centres and/or other collaborative research activities;
· Have high scientific merit.

Applications will be assessed on a case by case basis by the Director. An assessment form for applications can be downloaded from the Institute’s website. 
Funding will be provided on the submission of a report to the Director of the Institute on:

· The opportunities for cooperation that emerged from the mission;
· Any submissions for joint funding that were prepared as a result;

· The broader opportunities that emerged for other Institute members;
· Follow up actions that are planned;
· A small article of 250 words or less with a photo on the mission for including in newsletters, the Institute’s websites and media releases
Applications must be signed by your Centre’s or Program’s Leader.
