Personnel working in a certified facility must be trained in accordance with the facility’s guideline requirements. The Institutional Biosafety Committee (IBC) requires that all personnel (staff, students, visitors) irrespective of whether they are working with genetically modified organisms (GMOs) must complete the required training to be recognised as an authorised person. Personnel must indicate to the IBC that they fully understand their training in the OGTR requirements by signing a record of their training. These records must be made available to the OGTR if requested.
