RULES OF THE SCHOLARSHIP


1.	The Scholarship will be formally named The Commonwealth Hill Scholarship.

2. Scholarships will be available as income permits, to students commencing a full-time Honours program at the University of Adelaide's city, Roseworthy or Waite campuses.

3. The scholarship is open to students undertaking research in any of the following areas:
	Beef and wool, grazing of native pastures, organic management and improvement, dry land salinity, sustainability of flora, animal breeding (in particular marino sheep), water conservation and sustainability, river management, plantation of olives, soil erosion or any other area of research that would be of benefit to the future development and maintenance of agricultural areas within Australia.

4.	The Scholarship will be administered by the Research Education and Development Committee of the University of Adelaide.

5.	The successful applicant will be selected by the Trustees on the grounds of his/her academic merit and research potential and suitability to undertake the project.  The nomination of a candidate will be subject to the consideration and approval of the Research Education and Development Committee of the University and the Trustees of the Commonwealth Hill Trust (Trust).

6.	The holder of the Scholarship will be enrolled in a full-time Honours program at the University of Adelaide commencing in 2012.

7.	The duration of the scholarship will be one year. The scholarship will be paid in two instalments, the first after 31 March 2012 and subject to satisfactory progress, the second after 31 August 2012.

8.	The successful applicant will be under no obligation whatsoever to render any service to the Founder or Trustees of the Trust, or the University of Adelaide as a result of receiving this Scholarship, except insofar that he or she is required to pursue his or her research as a full time student.  He or she will be supervised in the same manner and to the same extent as any other postgraduate student.  

9.	The Trustees anticipate that the value of the scholarship will be $5,000 per annum (tax free). The Trustees may decide to increase or reduce the amount to any recipient and in any year. The Trustees do not promise that the scholarship will be tax free in the hands of the recipient.

10.	Payments in respect of the Scholarship will be made directly by the Trustees to the University of Adelaide, as arranged.  

11.	It is not proposed that the scholarship would ordinarily be available to a student who is not an Australian Citizen or who does not have Permanent Resident Status in Australia.  No provision has been made under the scholarship for payment of the tuition fees incurred by international students.  

12.	The University of Adelaide accepts no responsibility to support the recipient of the Scholarship in the event that the Scholarship ceases to be funded for any reason.
