Dr David Birbeck is a Lecturer in Academic Development at the University of South Australia. David received a Bachelor of  
Education with first class honours in 1998. His PhD thesis examined the perceptions of boys and girls' body image and the ways  
it develops between 5 and 6 years of age. The study has yielded six journal articles and a number of speaking engagements with 
health related organisations.  
 

David is now a member of UniSA's Early Career Researcher scheme and remains interested in the area of children's body image. 
David's current research work is around Teaching and Learning particularly in the Affective Domain. 
 
 

Professor Tracey Wade completed a Masters of Clinical Psychology at the Australian National University in 1992, a PhD at  
Flinders University in 1998, and a post-doctoral fellowship in the USA during 1999 at the Virginia Institute for Psychiatric and  
Behavioural Genetics. Tracey is a Professor at the School of Psychology at Flinders University, and course director of the Clinical 
Postgraduate training programmes. Tracey has worked as a clinician in the area of eating disorders for almost 20 years. Her  
current research interests are in the aetiology, prevention and treatment of eating disorders and she has over 90 publications  
in peer reviewed journals.
