Overall

At the DEST census date in 2006:

· 24% (n=575.2 FTE) of all staff were located in the Faculty.
· 31% (n=342.3 FTE) of all academic staff were located in the Faculty.

· 18% (n=232.9 FTE) of all professional staff were located in the Faculty.

Of the faculties, Sciences has the largest number of staff overall - in both academic and professional staff categories.

Management & Leadership

Senior management/leadership positions

· Of the 14 top level management and leadership positions in the Faculty (15 incumbents) - 4 are occupied by women (27%). These positions are the Executive Dean, two campus Directors, five Associate Deans, four Head of School positions (five incumbents with one joint-head position), the Faculty Manager and the Finance Manager.
· Discipline Heads are also considered leadership positions and of the 13 Discipline Heads in Faculty - 2 are occupied by women (15%). 
Committee membership

· The Faculty Board has 18 positions (including 1 academic and 1 professional staff representative and 3 student representatives) and currently 16 incumbents – 5 women (31%) and 11 men (69%).

· The Faculty Research Committee has 10 positions (10 incumbents) – 4 women (40%) and 6 men (60%).
· The Faculty Internationalisation Committee has 10 positions and currently 8 incumbents – 4 women (40%) and 6 men (60%).
· The Faculty Learning and Learning Committee has 8 positions (8 incumbents) – 3 women (38%) and 5 men (62%).

· The Faculty Student Liaison Group has 10 positions and currently 9 incumbents – 5 women (56%) and 4 men (46%).
