SERVICES OFFERED BY ITS AUDIO VISUAL 

1. Support for Common Teaching Areas:

All current CTA lecture theatres are checked before 8am daily during teaching time to ensure all equipment is working effectively, including data projectors, overhead projector (OHP*) lamps and Radio Microphones for which the batteries are replaced as necessary.  

It is envisaged that all lecture theatres will eventually have security cameras installed and additional cameras to enable ITS AV staff to view the projected screen image. All of these measures constitute a more effective method of diagnosing faults and assisting lecturers.

*Overhead projectors will gradually be phased out and replaced by Document cameras which are more versatile and can be used to project: transparencies, printed matter of any type, objects for class demonstration e.g. electronic components, stamps. (Training available – please see below.)

Services provided for CTAs include:

2. Provision of additional audio visual equipment to Common Teaching venues –

Not all teaching venues have a full compliment of AV devices, some do not currently have AV facilities installed. Devices listed in section 3 are available and can be booked through your Syllabus Plus scheduler.

*Please note all bookings must be placed atleast 1 week before the required date.

3. Provision of audio visual equipment for Events and Conferences –

There is a cost associated for providing the following items for events and conferences:
