Security type:   WPA2 Enterprise (or WPA Enterprise)

Authentication Method:   Protected EAP (PEAP) 
Cache User Credentials:   Ticked/Enabled 

 
7. Click the settings button and enter the details as per figure 1.5, paying special attention to the óConnect to these 
serversô field and the Certificate List 

Note: You will need to have the GoDaddy Class 2 Certificate installed, by default this is included with Windows Vista, if however ï this certificate is

8. Click the óConfigureô button and untick óAutomatically use my Windows logon and passwordô click ok to close the box 
then ok twice more to close the properties window. 
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9. Momentarily, a balloon similar to figure 1.6 will appear, requesting additional connection information. Click the balloon, 
If you see a box similar to figure 1.7 then enter your University ID and password (Logon domain left blank), if instead a 
dialogue like figure 1.8 click OK to continue. If this balloon incessantly presents itself without connecting, please refer to 
the trouble section of this guide.
