Wireless Configuration 

Note: As Windows 2000 does not support WPA/WPA2 Enterprise encryption within the operating system itself; a 3rd party wireless utility is required to connect 
to the University Wireless Network. Most wireless adaptors come with their own configuration programs which should support WPA2 security. 
This guide covers the configuration of the University Supported Intel and Belkin wireless utilities – other utilities can be configured with the details listed under 
‘General Wireless Settings’. If you require further assistance, please refer to the ‘Troubleshooting’ section of this guide 
 
Note: Before completing this guide you should install the GoDaddy Class 2 root certificate, please refer to the ‘Certificate Management’ section of this guide for 
installation instructions.

Intel Wireless Utility 
1. Right-click the Intel Wireless icon in your system tray (the area next to the clock) ensure the WiFi is turned on then click 

‘Configure WiFi’

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2. Within the list of wireless networks, find UofA, select it then click ‘connect’ 
3. Leave the details as automatically entered by the utility then click next 
4. Enter the required details as per figure 1.2, ensuring you leave the domain field blank and re-enter your University ID in 

the roaming identity field, then click next

5. Tick ‘Validate Server Certificate’ and leave the option as ‘Any Trusted CA’. Leave ‘Specify Server or Certificate Name’ 
unticked then next

6. Click OK to finish the wizard. 
 

You should now be connected to the university Wireless Network, to verify this, open the Intel Wireless Utility again and check the 
top of the window, it will advise of your current connection status.

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Belkin Wireless Utility for N1 MIMO (F5D8051v3) Wireless Adaptors 
 

1. Right-click the Belkin wireless utility in your system tray (the area next to the clock) ensure the adaptor is enabled (if 
enabled – there will be a menu option titled ‘Disable Radio’) then click ‘Open Wireless Utility’

2. Within the list of wireless networks, find UofA, select it then click ‘connect’ 
3. Click the ‘advanced’ button and select the ‘Wireless Network Properties’ window then enter the required details per figure

Microsoft Internet Explorer 
1. With Internet Explorer open, go to the ‘Tools’ menu and choose ‘Internet Options’

3. Tick the boxes ‘Automatically detect settings’, ‘Use automatic configuration script’ and ensure ‘Use a proxy server for your 

LAN’ is unticked 
4. In the Address field, enter http://www.adelaide.edu.au/digest-proxy.pac  
5. Click OK to close the ‘LAN settings’ dialogue and OK Again to close ‘Internet Options’

Certificate Management 
If you were not able to find the GoDaddy Class 2 Certificate during Step 6 of the wireless configuration guide you will need to install 
the certificate as detailed below 

1.  Download the GoDaddy Class 2 Certificate from http://www.adelaide.edu.au/its/wireless/configuration/ 
2. Navigate to the location where you saved the certificate and open it 
3. Click the ‘Install Certificate’ button 
4. The Certificate Import Wizard will open, click next twice then click finish 
5. A dialogue box will appear advising that installation was successful
