Scholarship is the New Conservative. 
 
You don’t have to agree with Joseph North’s contention that the historicist/contextualist paradigm usurped the revolutionary 
potential of literary criticism to recognise that the radicalising intentions of the 1960s and 1970s now sit comfortably within 
the “knowledge production” machinery and metrics of the contemporary university (Literary Criticism: A Concise Political His-
tory, 2017). This year we invite provocateurs to engage fearlessly with the future of Humanities scholarship. We ask:  

 What role does criticism play in the future of the Humanities?  

 Can we be both scholars and critics?  

 How does research management manage us?  

 How does the equation of good scholarship with research funding disengage research from its communities and 
subjects? 

 Do we, as scholars within the new university, even dare to ask how “knowledge production” and its measure-
ment regimes depoliticise us avant la lettre?
