3. Attribute the illustrations a-d to their correct wall-painting styles, and, using them as
examples, outline the development of Italian wall-painting up to the time of Nero.

4. Either: :
a. To what extent did either Augustus or Hadrian lead the artistic and architectural styles of
their respective times? Use examples to support your argument.
or
b. Outline the major changes in public relief sculpture, from the time of Augustus to Hadrian.

5. Describe the major changes in portrait sculpture from the late Republic through to the
Flavian period.

6. Either:
a. What, if anything, can a study of Pompeii and its remains tell us about the city of Rome
during the same period?

or
b. What do you consider to have been the major contributions made by the excavations of
Pompeii and Herculaneum to our understanding of the archaeology of the early Roman
Empire?

7. Using examples, describe and compare Romar. funerary customs of the early Empire (up
to A.D. 100) with those of the Etruscans.

8, Compare and contrast the functions and forms of the Roman Forum, the Forum of Augustus
and the Forum of Trajan.
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
