Try the search to see how it works
· Click on Advanced search – above the Search box 

· Clear the existing search history – if there is one

· Now return to PubMed

· Copy and paste the first set of terms into PubMed, and search

· Clear the search box

· Now copy and paste the second set of terms into PubMed, and search

· Click on Advanced search – above the Search box
· Now combine the two searches using AND eg. #1 AND #2
Scopus Search based on PubMed strategy

Scopus contains all Medline/PubMed data from 1996, however its search function does not allow the level of precision that you find with PubMed’s native interface, nor does it contain the newest PubMed unindexed material. When “translating” a PubMed search for Scopus you simply

· Remove the field codes ([tiab] and [mh]), and enclose all phrases in inverted commas.

· In cases where the PubMed search terms used for MeSH and title or abstract are identical you need include the term only once. For example In the PubMed search Obesity occurred twice, once as [tiab] and once as [mh], and Economics occurred three times – as [mh], as [sh] , and as [tiab], and Health policy occurred twice, once as [mh] and once as [tiab].
· Although Scopus recognises MeSH terms it does not explode them, so where you used explosions in PubMed you may decide to use extra terms in Scopus to search the more specific MeSH

NOTE

You cannot copy and paste a search for Scopus as you can for PubMed. You will need to type each term individually into the Scopus search boxes

· Scopus does not recognise inverted commas from a Word document, so you have to type them into the Scopus search box

· Scopus does not allow truncation at the end of phrases, but will search plurals if you type in the singular form

· Scopus does not explode MeSH terms
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
