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Antibody Staining With Primary Antibody (SCP3)
1) Wash the slides for 5 minutes in 10% antibody dilution buffer (ABS) at room temperature (RT). Repeat.

Note: Primary Antibody (SCP3) will be supplied diluted (1:400) in 10% ADB.

2) Apply 100(l of the diluted primary antibody to each slide and cover with a 22x50mm cover slip.

3) Incubate the slides in a moist chamber at 37(C for 30 minutes.

4) Remove cover slip and immerse in 10% ADB immediately.

5) Wash slides for 5 minutes in 10% ADB at RT. Repeat.

Antibody Staining With Secondary Antibody (anti-mouse-Cy3)

Note: Secondary Antibody (anti-mouse-Cy3) will be supplied diluted (1:400) in 10% ADB.

Note: Protect secondary antibody from light to prevent bleaching of the fluorophore.

1) Apply 100(l of the diluted secondary antibody to each slide and cover with a 22x50mm cover slip.

2) Incubate slides for 30 minutes at 37(C in a dark box.

3) Remove cover slip and immerse in 1x PBS immediately.

4) Wash slides for 10 minutes in 1x PBS at RT. Repeat.

5) Mount slides with two drops of mounting medium containing DAPI and cover with 22x50mm cover slips.

6) Place slides in a slide folder and keep in the dark at 4(C.
Person must be trained in School chemical and biological safety procedure, spill safety procedures and centrifuge operation. 


PPE: long-sleeved gown, closed shoes, gloves, safety glasses and heat proof gloves when handling hot containers.
