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The Sorvall OmniMixer is a revolving blade blender. Its only safety hazard, other than that presented by the sample, comes from the blades being set in motion without being shielded by the sample container. This must be prevented at all costs.

1. There must be a label on the sample container reading: switch off the power before removing this container. (This rule must be followed at all times.)

2. Sample safety:

· The sample chemistry must be compatible with the the stainless steel of sample container and blades.

· If the is toxic or a pathogenic organism suitable controls will have to be devised.

· After blending there will be an aerosol above the sample. Sufficient time must be allowed, after blending, for this to settle. If immediate opening is required a biosafety cabinet or a fume hood, depending on the hazard type, must be used.

· Do not over-fill the sample container.
