Standard Pipetting Procedure

Aspiration (Intake)

1. Engage a tip ensuring it is firmly in place so there is a seal.

2. Wet the tip by immersing end in the reagent, to be pipetted, and pushing the button up and down.

3. Hold the pipette vertically.

4. Depress the push-button slowly and smoothly to the first positive stop.

5. Immerse the 2-3 mm (P20), 2-4 mm (P200) or 3-6 mm (P1000 & P5000) into the reagent.

6. Release the push-button slowly and smoothly to draw the reagent up.

7. Wait momentarily.

8. Withdraw the tip from from the reagent by lifting the pipette vertically. (Once contact, with the reagent, is broken it should not be reestablished.)

Dispensing

1. Place the tip against the inside wall of the receiving vessel at an angle of 10 - 45 degrees.

2. Depress the push-button slowly and smoothly to the first positive stop, wait momentarily then depress the button completely.

3. With the button still depressed withdraw the pipette, maintaining contact with the vessel if possible.

4. Release the button.
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
