Ultrasonic Cleaning Baths

Ultrasonic cleaning cleaning baths generate ultrasonic energy, which is transmitted directly into a bath of liquid, usually water containing detergent or other cleaning agents. This is an extremely efficient way to remove adhered soiling from surfaces.
Hazards:

· The unit is electrically powered and operated in a wet area.

· The unit is electrically powered and wet objects are put into it and removed from it.

· Use of caustic detergents

The following Safe Operating Procedure reduces risk to very low levels.

Safe Operating Procedure

· Operators must wear lab coats or aprons and gloves.

· Operators must be aware that even very small amounts of moisture on electrical connections can lead to electrical breakdown and potential injury.

· When filling and emptying take care not to spill or splash any liquid.

· When using new liquid always allow 15 - 30 minutes for degassing before starting the ultrasonics.

· Clean the bowl of any residue after emptying.

· Do not use plain water in the tank.

· Never turn the cleaner on without at least 80 mm of liquid in the tank.

· Do not allow any work material to touch the side of the bath always suspend the in a basket.

· Do not operate the unit for more than 30 minutes

Operation

· Pour the cleaning liquid into the tank

· Switch the mains supply ON

· Set the Time Switch to required run time. (See instructions below)

· Press Start/Stop the ultrasonic action will begin. (It can be stopped at any time by pressing Start/Stop for two seconds)

Timer Operation

1. To Set desired operating interval: press the up or down buttons

2. Press Start/Stop to start

3. The countdown is displayed in the led (the upper and lower dots will flash alternately)

4. When the time finishes there will be 3 beeps

5. To terminate the count process: press and hold Start/Stop for two seconds

6. To start again with the the same time press Start/Stop - to set a different time see 1 above.

To Set the Clock
· Press clock once, the leds will flash

· Press up or down to adjust by one minute per push

· Press and hold up or down to adjust by ten minutes intervals

· Press clock to confirm setting
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
