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Procedure
Note: 
All material with a boiling point of 45C or lower will be held in the Lab until the waste contractor arrives.

Waste chemical containers will not be opened in the waste annex

1. Place the waste is appropriate containers, sealed and labelled with school waste chemical labels.

2. Send an Email stating: the chemical, the size of the container, the number of containers, and the label numbers to the safety co-ordinator.

3. Sign out the waste chemical storage cabinet keys.

4. Transport the chemicals are to the storage annex on a trolley and place in the appropriate cabinet. i.e. Class 3, Class 8 (note sub class segregation) and Other DG classes and non DG chemicals (note specific segregations).

5. Lock cabinets and sign in the keys.

Material with a boiling point of 45C or lower is not allowed in this facility.


As the vessels are never opened in this procedure, the only hazards are: the fall and breakage of a container, resulting in a spill and/or incorrect storage and a breakage/spill with mixing.


Spill kits and a safety shower are provided.


Users must be trained in spill control and chemical storage


PPE, gown, gloves eye protection.


With these controls the risk is low.
