NORTH TERRACE CAMPUS

Renowned for its beauty, convenience 
and lively atmosphere, the North 
Terrace Campus is situated next 
to Adelaide’s central business and 
shopping district, and backs onto 
the River Torrens, playing fields 
and parklands. It is the University’s 
main campus, and the site of most 
teaching departments and many 
research facilities. 

The campus is also home to some 
of Adelaide’s most significant 
buildings, including the historic 
Mitchell Building with its stunning 
stained glass and fine stonework; 
Elder Hall, a popular venue for 
concerts and public lectures; 
and Union House, the social hub 
of campus, with cafés, a bar, a 
bookshop and a fitness centre. 

The University also manages the 
National Wine Centre, a state-of-
the-art tourism and educational 
facility only a few minutes’ walk 
from campus.

Easily accessible by bus, train 
and various foot and bike paths, 
the North Terrace Campus is 
adjacent to many South Australian 
attractions including the State 
Library, Festival Centre, Museum, 
Art Gallery, Zoological Gardens, 
and Botanic Gardens.

ROSEWORTHY CAMPUS

Australia’s first agricultural teaching 
and research centre, Roseworthy 
Campus was established in 1883. 
Its 1,600 hectare campus is situated 
50 kilometres north of Adelaide 
and 10 kilometres from Gawler, 
a comfortable town servicing a 
population of some 19,000 people. 
A shuttle bus service connects 
Roseworthy with the North Terrace 
and Waite campuses.

The campus has excellent teaching 
and laboratory facilities set on a 
large dryland farm. With its own 
student accommodation, child 
care centre, tavern, swimming pool 
and fitness centre, Roseworthy 
functions like a town. 

A range of farming enterprises 
are used for teaching purposes, 
providing materials and a resource 
base for academic programs. These 
cover beef cattle and pasture 
management, wheat and cereal 
farming, and a piggery and feedmill.

Roseworthy is internationally known 
as a centre of excellence in dry 
land agriculture and animal prod-
uction, and is home to a number of 
units of the South Australian Research 
and Development Institute (SARDI). 
Other resources include a plant 
nursery, an arboretum and aquatic 
and fauna reserves.

WAITE CAMPUS

Established in 1924, this beautiful 
campus has developed into the 
most powerful agricultural research 
and teaching centre in the 
southern hemisphere. 

Situated eight kilometres south of 
the city centre, it comprises major 
research and teaching facilities 
located within 174 hectares of 
agricultural and grazing land. 

The Waite Campus provides a 
fertile learning environment for both 
undergraduate and postgraduate 
students in agricultural sciences, 
including horticulture, viticulture 
and oenology. 

Organisations, including the 
South Australian Research and 
Development Institute (SARDI), 
Primary Industries and Resources 
SA (PIRSA), the Australian 
Wine Research Institute (AWRI), 
divisions of the Commonwealth 
Scientific and Industrial Research 
Organisation (CSIRO), as well 
as the Australian Centre for Plant 
Functional Genomics, are located 
on campus, creating the largest 
concentration of agricultural 
research in Australia.

THEBARTON CAMPUS

Thebarton Campus is a dedicated 
research and development park that 
stimulates vital interaction between 
the University and Australian 
business and industry.

Located on the banks of the 
Torrens River, four kilometres west 
of the city, the campus hosts a 
number of its applied research 
activities in the areas of mechanical 
engineering, physical sciences, 
electronic engineering and 
chemical engineering.

With its main campus located in the centre of the city of Adelaide, 
the University extends across four campuses where grand old 
buildings and leafy grounds combine with modern facilities to 
provide an exceptional learning atmosphere in which students can 
achieve their best.

A VIBRANT CAMPUS CULTURE



Postgraduate coursework programs enhance 
your career prospects, allow you to pursue a 
special interest and are sometimes required 
for professional accreditation. At the University 
of Adelaide there are many programs of study 
available. Entry pathways are extremely flexible. 
You can choose to study single courses 
(subjects) or you can undertake a Graduate 
Certificate, Graduate Diploma or Masters. 

In most cases you can begin study at 
these various entry levels, as illustrated in 
the diagram above.

Entry Points for Postgraduate 
Coursework Programs
Coursework programs vary in length:

• Graduate Certificates - normally 1 semester

• Graduate Diplomas - normally 2 semesters

•  Masters degrees by coursework - 
normally 1-2 years

•  Masters degrees comprising a 
combination of research and coursework - 
normally 2 years full-time

•  Industry-linked short academic programs 
of varying length are available in many 
specialist disciplines.

Where part-time study options are available, 
time taken to complete the program will 
vary accordingly.

Coursework Programs
Graduate Certificates, Graduate Diplomas

Graduate Certificates and Graduate Diplomas 
are coursework awards offered by many 
areas in the University. They may provide a 
professional qualification or they may be of 
an introductory nature, providing a pathway 
for further studies in a particular area. 

Masters by Coursework

A Masters by coursework degree is 
defined as a program of study that has a 
coursework component of two thirds or 
more, and a research component (‘project’ 
or ‘dissertation’), which forms less than one 
third of the whole program. Satisfactory 
completion of both components is required 
for the award of the degree.

Entry Requirements for 
Postgraduate Coursework 
Students
Most postgraduate coursework programs 
require a Bachelor degree or equivalent 
qualification from an approved institution as 
a qualification for admission. Some programs 
accept successful completion of graduate 
certificates or graduate diplomas.

Applications
Applications for most programs should be 
made via the online GradStart portal on the 
South Australian Tertiary Admissions Centre

Applications open on 11 August. Closing dates 
vary and are indicated on the website and on 
the Table of Academic Programs on page xx.

A small number of programs require applic-
ations to be submitted directly to the relevant 
Faculty or School. Contact the Student 
Centre or check the University’s website at 
www.adelaide.edu.au/programs for inform-
ation on how to obtain an application form.

Tuition Fees
Postgraduate coursework programs are 
offered as either Commonwealth Supported 
places or full fee-based enrolment places. 
In a Commonwealth Supported place the 
Government subsidises the cost of the tuition 
and the student makes a contribution. In a 
fee-based place the student pays the total 
tuition fee to the University. 

The Commonwealth government has two 
loan programs know as the Higher Education 
Loan Programs. Generally students in 
Commonwealth supported places can 
access HECS-HELP, whilst fee-based 
enrolment students may be eligible for 
assistance with their fees through FEE-HELP. 
In most cases the student is able to defer 
payment. To determine eligibility and to learn 
more about this assistance you should visit

Students who enrol in courses (subjects) not 
required for the completion of their program 
may be required to pay non-award fees. The 
rates for these fees will be available from the 
Student Centre. FEE-HELP cannot be used 
for payment of non-award fees.

Invoices and Payments
Invoices are provided online and students are 
advised via their student email account when 
invoices are available. Information provided 
with your online invoice will explain due dates 
for payment and payment methods.

Administration of Your Program 
Coursework programs are administered 
by the Faculty/School that teaches the 
program and student matters are managed 
by the Faculty/School office (see Table of 
Academic Programs to determine ownership 
of program).

Code of Practice
The University has developed a code of 
practice for postgraduate coursework 
students. This code ‘aims to foster an 
environment in which a student can develop 
the following attributes, by providing 
guidelines as to how University principles 
should be put into practice within individual 
Faculties'.

The code of practice states that students 
completing postgraduate awards will have 
the following attributes:

•  The ability to locate, analyse, evaluate and 
synthesise information from a wide range 
of sources in a planned and timely manner.

•  An ability to apply effective, creative and 
innovative solutions, both independently and 
cooperatively, to current and future problems.

•  Skills of a high order in interpersonal under-
standing, teamwork and communication.

•  A proficiency in the use of appropriate 
contemporary technologies.

•  A commitment to continuous learning and 
the capacity to maintain intellectual curiosity.

•  A commitment to the highest standards 
of endeavour and the ability to take on 
leadership roles.

•  An awareness of pertinent ethical, social 
and cultural issues and their importance 
in the exercise of professional skills and 
responsibilities.

Adelaide Postgraduate 
Coursework Scholarships 
(APCS) 
These scholarships are tenable in any 
discipline for applicants to undertake a 
Masters degree by coursework. They 
offer a living allowance but do not include 
payment of fees or student contributions for 
Commonwealth Supported Places. 

Value: $20,007 tax free p/a (2008 rate) 

Duration: Up to 2 years from 1 January in the 
year of commencement.

Eligibility: Only applicants with a minimum of 
a three year undergraduate degree and First 
Class Honours or equivalent are eligible to 
apply. Applicants must be Australian citizens 
or permanent residents of Australia. 

Benefits: Relocation allowances for interstate 
students - this is applicable where a student 
must move between Australian cities to take 
up the scholarship. It covers an economy 
air fare for holder, spouse and dependants 
to Adelaide (at concession rates where 
applicable), and removal expenses of up 
to $505 per adult and $255 per child to a 
maximum of $1,455. 

Employment: Students may not undertake 
more than eight hours of paid employment 
during normal business hours during the 
course of the award.

Part-time tenure: Applications for part-time 
study will only be considered on the basis 
of compelling social or medical reasons and 
are subject to the approval of the Graduate 
Scholarships Committee. Part-time awards 
are taxable and not available to applicants 
seeking to undertake paid employment. 

Commencement: Applicants should 
commence in the first semester of the year 
of award. Awards are not able to be deferred 
under any circumstances. 

Transfers: The University will not approve 
transfers to other institutions. 

Program fees: Applicants would be expected 
to meet the cost of program fees if applicable.

Doris West Scholarship 
The Doris West Scholarship is offered to the 
highest ranked female applicant selected 
from those who apply for an Adelaide 
Postgraduate Coursework Scholarship 
(APCS).

Closing date: 31 October in the year prior 
to commencement. 

GO Lawrence Scholarship
This scholarship, funded by a bequest from the 
late Mrs AE Lawrence, is to enable students to 
undertake postgraduate study or research in the 
fields of operative dentistry, crown and bridge-
work, endodontics, related dental materials, 
implantology and those parts of paedodontics 
which involve the above treatments. 

It is applied for in conjunction with an APA 
or APCS and the terms and conditions 
are similar to the University of Adelaide 
Scholarships, however the relevance of the 
applicant’s research topic is considered 
when deeming eligibility.
