Abstracts Guidelines

· Scientific papers will have relevance to the broad discipline of Defence and Veterans health issues and related matters

· The abstract must not exceed 500 words.
· All abstracts must be typed, single spaced with clear typeface, using the pro-forma.  Submission by email is preferred.
· Titles should be in capitals and underlined, and placed in the relevant box at the top of the abstract.

· Author’s name should be in capitals with the name of the presenter indicated by an asterisk (*). Degrees and departmental affiliations should not be included, but the origin of the work should be stated.
· The abstract should be organised as follows:

(a) Purpose of study
(b) Brief statement of methods

(c) Summary of the results adequate to support conclusions

(d) Conclusions

· The abstract must be clear and brief.  Statements should in general be impersonal, and the first person “I” and “we” avoided.
· Case reports will not be accepted.
· The abstract will be presented at the meeting as a power point presentation.
· Presentations should be no longer than 7 minutes with 3 minutes allowed for questions.
· Prizes:

· A prize of $1000 cash and a trophy will be awarded for the Best Scientific Paper.

· A prize of $1000 cash and a trophy will be also awarded for the paper of most relevance to the Veteran community.
** Abstracts submitted by email must be in MS Word 2003 or earlier versions.
