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CRC Expression of Interest Form – due in Research Branch 22 June 2009
· Initial consideration of any bid involving the University (whether the University is the Lead Institution, a core participant or supporting participant) is to be undertaken by the relevant Head(s) of School and Executive Dean(s).  This is done on the basis of an Expression of Interest form (overleaf) which must be completed by the University’s key researcher and submitted through the appropriate Head(s) of School, to the Executive Dean(s) of the relevant Faculty/ies.  If the Executive Dean(s) supports the University’s proposed involvement on the basis of information provided by the key researcher, the completed Expression of Interest form, endorsed by the Head(s) and Executive Dean(s), must be forwarded to the Research Branch by Monday 22 June 2009.
· On receipt by Research Branch of the fully completed Expression of Interest form, the DVCR will examine the evidence and determine whether or not to endorse further development of the University’s participation in the CRC bid. The DVCR may also request further information or documentation as necessary.
· Any proposed University of Adelaide participation in a bid for renewal or supplementary CRC funding must also provide a completed Expression of Interest form. In these cases consideration will be given to whether the track record of the existing CRC justifies further investment by the University.
· Key researchers should be aware of the University’s policy on participation in CRCs, which includes the following key points when proposing involvement by the University in a CRC application.

Key points for University of Adelaide participation in CRC bids
· Cash contributions
The University of Adelaide’s policy is that it is a research provider, not a research funder.  As such, the general position is that the University will not normally contribute cash to new CRC bids.  Some CRC bid development teams may, however, request a certain level of cash contribution to be a “core” or “supporting” participant (e.g. $50-100k cash per annum to be “core”). Where it is proposed that the University provide a cash contribution, this would need to be clearly justified in terms of demonstrable strategic as well as income benefits to the University.
· In-kind contributions
The proposed staff in-kind contributions must be considered in terms of the expected returns, how participation in the CRC will affect the staff members’ other commitments or eligibility for other grant schemes (e.g ARC Discovery Projects), what alternative sources there are to fund the proposed or similar activities, and what capacity exists in case the staff member/s concerned are unable to fulfil their obligations.  Any proposed non-staff in-kind contributions must also be detailed.
· State Government support
Proponents are encouraged to involve relevant State Government agencies in their bids and should liaise directly with them, but should keep the SA Government’s Science and Innovation Directorate of the Department of Further Education, Employment, Science and Training (DFEEST) informed of any such involvement via the Research Branch.
