	HERDC specifications define research as:

	· The creation of new knowledge and/or the use of existing knowledge in a new and creative way so as to generate new concepts, methodologies and understandings.
· This could include synthesis and analysis of previous research to the extent that it leads to new and creative outcomes.


	Research publications must comply with the definition of research and demonstrate:
· they have undergone ‘an acceptable peer review process’ that involves assessment or review of the entire publication by an independent (of the author), qualified expert 
· substantial scholarly activity as evidenced by discussion of the relevant literature, an awareness of the history and antecedents of work described, and provided in a format which allows a reader to trace sources of the work, i.e. through citations and footnotes
· originality i.e. not a compilation of existing works
· veracity/validity through a peer review or commercial publisher process
· increase in the stock of knowledge; and
· be in a form that enables the dissemination of knowledge

Journal articles

Types of journal articles that do not meet the HERDC criteria:

· letters to the editor
· case studies
· articles designed to inform practitioners on existing knowledge in a professional field
· articles in newspapers and popular magazines
· editorials
· book reviews
· brief commentaries and communications of original research
· reviews of art exhibitions, concerts, theatre productions

Note: creative works (e.g. anthologies, novels, short stories, etc) may be eligible for submission in the Excellence in Research for Australia (ERA) collection. Therefore please do not exclude creative works from your submissions to the Research Branch.

Conference publications

A conference publication must be published in full, be peer reviewed and be publically available (e.g. on a CD-ROM, volume of proceedings or organisational website – ideally you should include a URL which points to the proceedings). Evidence of peer review should be included wherever possible, such as a copy of the introduction of the proceedings or letter of acceptance. Conference publications do NOT require an ISBN or need to be published by a commercial publisher.

Types of conference publications that do not meet the HERDC criteria:

· papers that appear only in a volume handed out to conference participants
· keynote addresses
· plenary addresses
· poster presentations
· abstracts of conference publications

Foreign language publications

Foreign language publications are eligible to be counted. The same verification evidence is required, in English, as for any other works. 

It is not necessary to translate the entire publication, but all relevant sections required for the verification of information to demonstrate that it meets the criteria of the category against which it is being claimed should be translated. This includes evidence that the work is a major work of scholarship and meets the definition of research.
