· Ongoing advice and instruction with equipment, experimental design and/or data analysis.
· Details must be provided of additional funds if initial award is insufficient to cover costs.

· Itemised costs must be provided.

· Funds must be used within 12 months of the grant been awarded.
· Seminar or workshop to be presented to RCRH members 3 months after training complete.
