SHORTHORNS.

By DONOHUE.

[The writer of this article has suggested that other Old
·Collegians llOuld write about different breeds of cattle with
which they are specially familia,r, and we would hea.rtily en­
dorse the idea.-Ens.]

The present-day Shortho'rn can be t,raced back in mo t
cases to a bull called "Hubback," which wa brought into pro­
minence by the Collins Bros., being bred by Mr. E. Turner.
'This bull is generally reco~i ed to be practically the foundar
tion of the true stock, a~, although Shorthorns were bred
many years before this bull was bo,rn, it wa not until he
wa obtamed by Mr. Collins that many pedigree were kept
or much interest evinced in the breed.

They are now, however, to be found in all part of the
.British Empire, and po ess more admirers than any other
breed in the beef cla s. The Shorthorns are e entially beef
producers, though very good milkers will be found among t
them; still, it cannot be expected than an a,nimal bred 0

10ng for beef should turn out the best of milker. The writer
lately &aw an import<ed Shorthorn that would produce as
much milk as almost any dairy cow, .an.d there are whole
herus of dairy Shortho'1"TI bred in England, and a few i~ Au&­
b-aJia as well, but they are a, class of ca,ttle that reqUIre to
be kept on especia.lly good land. It is extremely inadvisable
to try to raise good Shorthorns on anything but good country.
but given this., it i doubtful if a~'y breed can be
found that will produce more beef. The Herefords and
Devons are bet,ter doers on poor count,ry, and aJso have the
Teputation of being better traveller. . .

In makiuO" a election try to! obta,lU ammal from noted
'itock as far "'as pO~>:lible, 0 that, if at any time the idea of
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showing is can idered the chances of succe will be very
materially enhanced. Fo.r color, a rich roan or a red, with
a little white as possilJle, is the most admired. White is'
not much in favor, although orne good beasts of this.
breed have· been of this. color. Keep cows that a,re a nearly
as pas ible alike so that calve of an even color caIlj be de-·
pended on, for if breed~ng on anything like a large scale be
attempted, a much better price will invariably be obt,ained
for a, draft of young bulls which present an even appe,arance.

In preparing animals for show, select the calves very early,
and if the mother be not a good milker it, will be found ad­
vieable t,o put the calf with a foster-mother, or else to hand­
feed it with fresh warm milk. Gi,e it as much food as it
can eat of cha,ff, with plenty of bran, boiled ba,rley, linseed,
sugar or treacle, greenstuffs, and hay. When feeding, the­
exact amount each calf will eat will soon be determined; if
any is left o,ver this should be taken au£. and fed to somet.hing
else. It. will be found be,tter to wet the chaff and put the
bran on than to mix the bran and chaff and wet it after­
wards. If it is noticed that they! begin to rub themselves, wash
wit,h a little tobacco-water or insecticide.

This should be done if possible on a warm day, so that
ttey will dry quickly. A SilJlall common tin tear-pot will be
round very useful for this operation, as it can be conveniently
hplcl in the left hand, while the dandy-brush is used by the
right, brushing being performed upwards, so that the liquid
gets ieto the skin. Avoid the use of a curry-comb altogether
if possible, a this pulls out the hair, a good silky coat being
rna t desirable.

Provide good shelter-shed in connection with stud enclo­
sures, so that the animals are well protected from cold, cut
ting winds and bad wea,ther, as this will soon reduce their con­
dition, and a good deal more feed will be required to kee}t
them up to the same standard.

All calves should be early accustomed to being led and
tied up; when the bulls are a.bout two years old a, ring call
be put in the nose, but thi must never be used for t,ying the
animal up by, except in connection with a, good head-stall or
neck-rope. It should be borne in mind that the ring throuO'h
the nose i for Teading purposes, and if put in beforel the
animal is two, years of age, a small size should be used.

Always keep two ets of head-stalls and neck straps, one for
every-day us.e, and a superior pair for parades at shows,. See
that all ropes in the latter are nicely spliced in, and no knots
are tied with frayed ends.

A light rug will be found convenient for use to keep out
dust, &c., when the animal is tra\eIling.

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OBITUARY.

At the end 01 last year we were presented by Mr. McEwin,
·of Glen Ewin, with Monarch, the Alderney bull, which had
"?een recently stationed at G~eracha. He was apparently
lD good health when he arnved here, but during the long
vacation he fell off in condition, and dwindled away almost
to a skeleton. We had him shifted from No. 8 paddock to
one of the loose boxes, and although he was in such a low
state of health he showed a rare good turn of speed when the
'stockmen tried to yard him. He was kept in the loose box
'for a time, but his condition did not improve, so it was decided
to ask Mr. Desmond to hold an examination on him. We
took him behind the blacksmith's shop and "threw" him
there, and Mr. Desmond. made a short examination of his
head, which was found to be affected by a large abscess reaching
to the brain. It was decided to kill him and end the poor
brute's sufferings, so we led him across to No. 7 scrub and
killed him there'. Mr. Desmond held a post-mortem exami­
nation, and at the same time gave us a good practical lesson
on the organs of the animal. "After the examination it was
'found that the bull was affected with tuberculosis in both
lungs, the right parotid lymph gland, and the a.rticulation of
·the lower jawbone on the right side of the head.
