A parting letter from OUt old H . F. Laffer, Esq.: 

I have becn b the Editor of the" Student " to 
compile some notes dealing with the Old Students ' A&sociation, 
but, as I relinquished the duties of Hon. Secretary subsequent 
to the publication of the last number and severed my con­
nection with the College, it is a difficult proposition. I can, 
however, deal with Association matters generally, and, first 
of all, desire to express my appreciation of the kind thought 
of the Old Students which prompted the handsome presenta­
tion to my wife and myself when we severed our connection 
with the College. It was always, and ever will be, a pleasure 
to meet Old Students, and though we have transfer red to 
another State we trust that in the years to come we shall still 
have the privilege of seeing them should they come to NE'w 
South Wales. 

So far as the work of the Association concerned I 
think that the pioneering vvork done by Mr. Yelland is going 
to bear good results, and as time goes on the influence of 
Old Roseworthy Students as a body will be felt in mallY 
directions. Our membership grows but slowly, because it 
has not been policy to overload the College with students. 
Every man who has had the privilege of attending the College 
should stick loyally to the A.ssociation. I trust that my suc­
cessor will have the cordial supDort of all members, and I 
might here point out how just a- little forethought will ma­
terially simplify his task. I refer particularly to the question 
of keeping subscriptions up to date, and, although we neglect 
freqnently to do this, it is really a small matter to attend 
to. Personally, I can speak of the dislike to be always asking 
for subscriptions; and if the notices were attended to in just 
the same manner as other accounts are the whole position 
would be satisfactory from all points of view. When a 
me:r:obe.r accepts the magazine, as posted to him periodically, 

IS lIable for the cost of it; bu:. he gets two or three years 
In arrears and then does not pay up at alL It ends, then, in 
those' who regularly accept the financial rE:sponsibility bearing 
the whole cost of publication. I cannot think that this is done 
intentionally, and I trust that the financial side of the Associa­
tion will improve when the next lot of notices re SUbscriptions 
are sent out. 

To our men at the front and to those who hav fnl\ cll iu 
the. service of their country, we owe a duty of perpduutill 
theJr nameR flO long as Roseworthy ColJeg(' c ists. t"tl l ' 1\1t" 
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College they form a glorious record, and we must ~ee to it that 
a memorial fitting in every detail to the occasion, IS erected ~o 
the memory of the men who have offered their services in t~IS 
war. Personally, I think that it is a matter to be dealt wIth 
officially, but, if necesary, we might be prepared to do the work 
ourselves and do it gladly. 

With very deep regret I have heard of the death in <t(,t ion 
of several more old students C. ,J. R. North, Gerald Robert s, 
and J. G. Snell the first two of whom left us less than a year 
ago with the 25th Reinforcements to the 10th Battalion. News 
has also come through that. Basil Fuller has lost a leg after 
being in the fighting for over three years. 

In conclusion, I send greetings t o all past and present 
students, and later on will endeavour to write something of 
interest for the "Students " upon the primary industries or 
the State of my adoption.
