Create a Rubric for the provision of effective and efficient feedback
Rubric-based feedback can have several benefits. Rubrics can increase marking efficiency while providing comprehensive, systematic and explicit feedback to students. However, developing rubrics from scratch takes time. This workshop offers an opportunity to overcome this barrier. Working in a collegial environment, participants will start drafting their own rubrics in consultation with staff who are already using rubrics in Humanities and Social Sciences disciplines. This will help participants avoid common pitfalls, and develop time-efficient methods of generating usable, effective rubrics.
Example rubrics will be available at the workshop, which participants may adapt to suit their own disciplinary contexts. These rubrics are based on the Research Skill Development (RSD) framework. They have proven effective in helping academic staff embed research skill development and assessment in the curriculum of small, medium and large courses. 
The RSD framework was developed by University of Adelaide Academics, and now 15 disciplines in 8 Australian universities have been utilising the RSD framework as a conceptual model for rubric design. The RSD framework is also currently in use internationally in the USA, Canada, the UK and South Africa.
