A seminar on the development of health numeracy through student research in nursing practice presented by Frank Donnelly (Nursing) and John Willison (CLPD).

Frank Donnelly has been utilising the Research Skill Development (RSD) framework to inform the way that he explicitly deals with the problematic and complex issue of nurses' health numeracy.
The RSD approach, developed at the University of Adelaide, has been used in several schools in the Faculties of Health Sciences and also in the Faculty of ECMS. A project informed by the RSD has attracted $215000 of Federal Funding, via the Carrick Institute, to enable its uptake by the University of Melbourne, Monash University, Macquarie University and the University of South Australia. Universities in the UK, Canada and South Africa have also expressed interest. 
This seminar will bring you up to speed with the characteristics of an RSD approach, focussing on how it has been utilised in this school by Frank. The approach potentially applies to all coursework students (undergraduate, honours or masters) and to HDR students. Money to run the workshop is from a University Learning and Teaching Development Grant.
