Scholarships
SA Aboriginal Health Division Scholarship
To be eligible for the scholarships applicants must:
· Be of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander origin or both

· Be undertaking or enrolled in an appropriate approved degree level course.
Value of scholarships
First year student will receive $5,000

Second year students will receive $5,000

Third year (or more) students will receive $5,000

Adjusted according to study load, and paid per semester.

Selection criteria:

Scholarships will be awarded on the recommendation of a selection committee appointed by the Executive Director, Aboriginal health Division. Selection of scholarship recipients will be based on the following criteria:

· The proposed course of study should be of significant benefit to the needs of the Aboriginal community.

· Preference will be given to applicants:

a) Gaining first tertiary qualification

b) Who have completed any part of the stated course

c) Studying towards a qualification where there is an identified skills shortage/need within the Department of Health

d) The applicant has demonstrated the ability and the potential to apply the skills and knowledge required on a study program

e) The applicant has letter of University acceptance

f) The applicant has academic merit judged on results achieved and. If necessary on reports from referees familiar with the applicant's work and suitability for a career in the particular choice of study

g) Community involvement by an applicant will be taken into consideration

h) The applicant undertakes to commence and remain in the Department of Health workforce on successful completion of the course of study (for a period to be determined).
