Mark emphasized the historical significance of thipper that was built in 1864, five years earliean the
Cutty Sark and was the only purpose built passerg#ing ship. It has a composite constructionthw
wooden planking on iron frames. He considered Was still in very good condition especially considg
the more general use the ship had after steamsbipsover passenger travel and the lack of cari¢ iof
recent years.

The main task in moving the clipper was the comsion of a cradle to support the hull as it waketiffrom a
disused slipway at Irvine in Scotland and moved@nbarge for transfer to a deep port and onwartsfrort
to Australia on an ocean-going ship.

The 100-tonne steel cradle was by designed by Aateysis in Adelaide, a division of Wallbridge &
Gilbert Consulting Engineers, and prefabricatedentions with the engineering support from oveoaet
Adelaide and regional South Australian firms. \&uat $1 million, the cradle was contributed by lteal
engineers donating their time and labour.

Mark, who was in Scotland to see the cradle assainblescribed how perfectly the separate sectities f
together when assembled.

A big expense was the clearind
fumigation of the hull to comply with Australia’sdsecurity conditions.

Mark, who is a Director of the City of Adelaide Beevation Trust, also talked about the plans fer |
preservation of the ‘City of Adelaide’ with it bgrthe centerpiece of a Seaport Village at Port Aidel He
encouraged people to go and see the ‘City of Adelailose up at its current location in Dock 1.

Judging on the questions and discussion followiragki4 presentation it was greatly appreciated. Fiends

of Urrbrae House presented Mark with a donation$800 for the ongoing preservation of the clipper.
